There are camera fees at each monument — the fees vary from
monument to monument and also depends on the model and make
of the camera

The monuments open in the morning (the opening hours vary from
monument to monument) and generally close by the sunset.
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The tickets will be sold till an hour before the close of the
monuments — the guide or our office in each city will guide you
about the opening and closing timing of the monument

During the visit of some monuments there are restrictions — be it with
regards to the dress or restriction on photography, which will be
communicated to you by the guide or our respective office.
